Nelson Memorial UMC Angel Tree Program 
In the fall of 1993, the Nelson Memorial United Methodist Church missions 
committee was searching for a program that would support the Biblical 
“Matthew 25” mandate to minister to “the least of these my brethren . . . ”  
(Verse 40). 
 

After research, the church family committed to support the Prison Fellowship 
yearly Angel Tree program.  Angel Tree is a Christmas program that provides 
gifts for children who have parents that are incarcerated.  These gifts are given 
on behalf of the parent that is in prison, in Jesus’ name. 
 

Since there are very few inmate families living in the Cooper County area, Nelson 
Memorial contacted an inner-city church in St. Louis where many of the children 
live.  For the last thirteen years, the Nelson family at Christmas time has put up 
an Angel Tree in the sanctuary, where one hundred white angels are placed on 
the tree.  This year the tree will be put up November 22nd.  Family members pick 
up an angel and purchase a gift for a child.  The gifts are then returned to the 
church, not later than Sunday December 6th, and placed on the altar. 
On December 6th, which will be Angel Tree Sunday, these gifts are prayed over 
and dedicated for the children in St. Louis.  On Saturday, the 12th of December, 
these gifts are transported to the Mount Zion Missionary Baptist Church in 
SE St. Louis where they are presented to the children. 
 

The Mt. Zion family invites the children to the church, with their parent or 
guardian, and has a children’s service followed by lunch and distribution of 
the gifts.  The Nelson youth group has assisted with this project each year.  
From start to finish the church family has been totally blessed by this 
program!  It has also been a witness for our Cooper County community.
