Laura boarded the big yellow bus headed for Camp Quality, the camp for 
kids who had been through cancer.  We spent the next five nights assuring ourselves that 
we had done the right thing, and that the girl was having a blast.  Thirteen years later 
I was there with Bobby to pick up his sister after her last summer as a camper.  Each year 
CQ has been a highlight of Laura’s summer, and ours as well. 

Life passes by so quickly and so quietly, that it is hardly noticeable.  But before 
you know it, the three little kids are all adults, and the baby is headed for second grade.  
And it was that second grader who reminded me of one of the truths of life.  As we were 
waiting to pick up Laura, Bobby turned to me and said, “You know Dad, my life is an 
adventure.”  I thought about it for a moment, and assured him that he was right.  His life 
is a new world every day.  Some days are sunny and take you to the swimming pool, or to 
the park.  Some days have long car trips, but along the way there are stops at the gas station 
for bubble tape, or at the fast food establishments for the chicken nugget meal de jour. 
And then there are the special moments when we stop to feed the fish at the hatchery, 
or take the walk down the nature trail, or enjoy the big box of popcorn while watching 
Kung Fu Panda.  Bob’s life is an adventure indeed! 

But not just Bobby’s life – all our lives are adventures!  Sometimes we adults 
forget that.  Somewhere along the way we get used to routines, get tied up in 
responsibilities, and forget how glorious life is after all.  From the simplest moment to the 
biggest events, our lives unfold each day, offering fresh opportunities to explore, to enjoy 
and to expand our horizons. 

God gives us all lives of adventure.  As the big turtle kung fu master told the 
panda in Bobby’s movie, “Yesterday is history.  Tomorrow is a mystery.  Today is a gift.  
That’s why they call it the present.”  A bit corny?  Yes.  But absolutely true!

Laugh Your Way to Health & Happiness 
A recent study conducted by the University of Maryland School of Medicine 
reported that laughter not only enhances your mood, but it may also protect your 
heart.  Twenty healthy participants were shown 2 movies: a funny comedy and a 
war saga.  After viewing the war (stress-inducing) film, participants' blood vessels 
constricted and blood flow was reduced in 14 of the 20.  When viewing the 
comedy, 19 of the 20 participants experienced improved circulation and blood 
flow.  The researchers explained that the increased blood flow was similar to 
benefits experienced with exercise. 
 

We're not ready to tell you to trade your exercise routine for comedy reruns, but 
you could get a great dose of laughter by checking out our church's Audio-Visual 
library in the area behind the sanctuary.  Dennis Swanberg, Patsy Clairmont, 
Chonda Pierce and others are sure to tickle your funny bone!

Our goal is to have all persons working with children, youth 
and vulnerable adults within our church to be trained within the Conference Safe 
Sanctuary procedures and policies.  This would include those working with VBS, 
youth programs, children programs, Kid’s Hope, etc.  Karma Haller has become a 
Conference trainer and will be conducting the training programs.  Our first 
training session will be on Monday, July 7th at 6:00 p.m. in Fellowship Hall. 
It would be a great advantage if all paperwork were submitted to the Conference 
office before the training.  This may be done online at 
www.moumethodist.org/safesanctuaries.  The cost will be $20.00 per person and 
must be paid by credit card at the time you are completing the paperwork. 
You must have access to Adobe Acrobat Reader in order to submit your 
paperwork online.  If you do not have access to a computer but would still need to 
submit your paperwork, please contact the church office at 660-882-6223 and we 
will set up a time for you to do this at church.  The paperwork can be done by 
hand and submitted to the conference office but this would cost $23.00 (due to 
extra work to conference office staff.)  You may do the complete training online 
and this would take 2 to 3 hours.  If you have any questions, please call Karma 
Haller at 660-834-3344 or 660-537-3061.  Please be patient with us as we work 
our way through this new territory.  The end results will be well worth the effort 
we are putting forward.
