We are saddened by the news that Maggie McClaflin’s father, Tommy Willis, has died, 
and we extend our sympathy to Maggie and family.  More than that, we lift up our 
prayers, in the name of Jesus Christ. We pray that He will be the all-in-all for our pastoral 
family and provide strength and comfort right now.  In order to allow the family the time 
and privacy they need, our church conference, scheduled for October 4, has been 
postponed until a date to be announced. 
 

Like every large family, we have losses to mourn but also joys to celebrate. In the past 
year we have taken big steps!  We are blessed in ministry.  If we aren’t quite “walking on 
water” yet, a lot of you are out of the boat and at least wading.  Your ministry has 
continued to reach children at David Barton Elementary School and inmates at Boonville 
Correctional Center.  Some of you entered new mission fields this year (Neighbors 
Helping Neighbors, for instance); others took on new jobs in worship, running the AV 
equipment that has opened up our worship to new possibilities.  
 

As the time for our annual church conference grows near, a lot of you have already 
stepped out of the boat to take new positions in ministry, on committees where your 
particular gifts can be used. The Ad Council is grateful. Good things happen when people 
say yes to God. A lot of you are saying yes—even in some cases when you were nervous 
(thanks to Bill Parker for the excellent sermon on 9/27)!   Sometimes we worry about 
having the right physical, mental, financial or spiritual resources to “be Christ’s hands in 
the world,” but you are obviously finding what you need.   
 

It was a wonderful surprise to learn that our church’s prison ministry and work with the 
annual Community Service Project was the recent subject of Bishop Schnase’s regular 
blog.  You can read “From ‘They Ought’ to ‘We Can’” at moumethodist.org.  Here is a 
bit of what our bishop says about NMUMC: 
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Ministry happens step by step, and some of it is wading rather than walking on water.  
The point is that you are doing it—one step at a time.

Fall Facts 
Most fractures among older adults are caused by falls. Falls are the major reason 
for 40% of nursing home admissions.  People often develop a fear of falling after 
a fall, causing them to limit activities, leading to reduced mobility and physical 
fitness, thus increasing their risk of falls.  95 % of hip fractures are caused by 
falls, and only 1/2 of those hospitalized for hip fracture can return home to live 
independently. 
Prevention includes a comprehensive clinical assessment, exercise for improving 
balance & strength, medication management to reduce or eliminate those meds 
that may contribute to falls, vision correction, and reducing home hazards. 
If you have concerns for yourself or a loved one, please contact your parish nurses 
by calling the church office.
