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Daylight savings time always throws me off.  It makes it too dark in the morning, 
and then too bright in the evening.  It usually takes me awhile to readjust myself to the new 
schedule, and it doesn’t help that the transition always occurs in the early hours of Sunday 
morning.  We were less than a week into DST, when we took off towards University 
Hospital that Friday morning.  It was dark and silent as we made our way into town.   

In the stillness of the moment I recalled other dark silent drives toward a hospital.  
When Laura was being treated for Leukemia there were times when we would wake up in 
the middle of the night feeling an all-too-warm body next to us.  We knew, even before 
the thermometer could tell us, that she had spiked yet another fever.  In the early hours of 
the morning we would bundle her up and load the car for a frantic drive to Children’s 
Mercy Hospital.  I remember how surreal it seamed, driving through the usually busy 
streets of K.C., but now they were dark and devoid of traffic, deserted like a ghost town. 

As we drove toward Columbia the other week, I knew that this time it was for a 
planned tonsillectomy, and not an emergency, but our thoughts were the same.  Our 
concern was for our daughter’s health, and for her ability to get on with her life.  Whether 
she was three or nineteen, it didn’t make a difference.  She was our little girl, and we 
would do anything to take care of her. 

In the early hours of the morning three women emerged from the shadows to take 
care of one whom they had loved.  Gone were the crowds of days before, the soldiers, the 
crosses.  They were alone in a deserted, dark place to do whatever they could to give their 
friend a proper burial.  But to their surprise, they found the grave empty and then heard 
the news of the resurrection.  And it was their witness that spread to the disciples and to 
generations of believers that has given us the confidence that darkness cannot overcome 
the light, and even death is no match for the power of God. 

It was with that assurance that we faced yet another trying time, thanking God for a 
successful operation and hope that this will help her regain her strength and health.  And it 
is with this same assurance that we all can face whatever dark and difficult times we 
encounter down the road.  Even on the most deserted highways we will never be alone.
